The British Council is looking for innovative UK* creative practitioners to participate in UnBox Festival 2013, Delhi, India from 6-10 February 2013. Beyond participating in UnBox itself, the offer includes participating in a three to four week fellowship programme preceding the Festival, the opportunity to present outcomes and ideas at the festival, and a chance to bid for booster funding to continue collaborative projects formed during the fellowship.  

What?

The UnBox Festival builds momentum around design thinking and interdisciplinary collaborations to drive sustainable innovation for businesses, society and culture in India. From 6-10 February 2013, several exciting events including performances, exhibitions and installations will be organized alongside the UnBox Conference. UnBox aims to further the practice of innovation and interdisciplinary collaboration through keynotes, discussions and workshops anchored by leading and emerging practitioners.  

Fellowships
This year, five fellowship schemes will run from between three to four weeks in the run up to the Festival, so selected fellows will be expected to commit up to five weeks of their time. The teams will have the opportunity to be immersed in selected themes and team-based challenges, with a clear research dimension, hosted by a variety of organisations across India. The fellowship team will comprise of three core members - a UK creative practitioner, a UK researcher (selected by the Arts and Humanities Research Council (AHRC)) and an Indian creative practitioner selected by the host organisation through their networks. Teams will also be supported by a member of the host organisation. 

In addition to taking part in the fellowship programme, successful applicants will attend the Festival itself and be able to present their outcomes and learning through workshops, discussions, exhibitions, installations and performances – using interactive media, participatory design and collaborative research methods. 
Booster funding

On the final day of the Festival, during the UnBox Conference, teams will have the opportunity to bid for research focussed ‘booster funding’. The bid will take the form of a real time ‘pitch’ to a panel of reviewers, followed by more detailed submissions to AHRC. Successful candidates will be provided with details and eligibility of this booster fund before travelling to India; however, it is expected that applicants will be interested in the possibility of extending their collaborations in the medium to long term.
Who? 
We are looking for early-mid career participants with at least 3 years of industry-related experience appropriate to the role required by the fellowship (please see requirements of your chosen fellowship). Although negotiable, applicants will be able to commit to travelling to India for the fellowship and the Festival for up to four or five weeks.

Scope: heritage, conservation, environmental engineering, social innovation

In the early summer of 1990, a small collective of designers and artists began to gather regularly in an unused pathological laboratory located near New Delhi’s historic Connaught Circus. They soon converted it into a studio-cum-shop with the aim of collaborating in an atmosphere free of compartmentalized notions of design, art, crafts and the market. The ideas and projects that followed were the seeds that grew to become People Tree. 





Today, 22 years later, People Tree has grown into an important cultural space within the city - an independent arts and crafts business that combines a sense of social and ecological responsibility with the spirit of collective creativity. The ‘tree’ has since grown several roots and branches - Delhi, Goa and Ahmedabad - and has also helped similarly inspired initiatives to grow elsewhere.





Who?  Industrial Designers to help design/curate the physical space, Graphic Designers, Environmental Science students/ engineers, Coders, Visual artists, Food/space designers.





What? People Tree is currently engaged in collaborating with chef Satish Warier and his restaurant Gunpowder, in setting up an arts, crafts and food space in Goa  which will be an extension of the work they have been involved in for the last two decades in Delhi. They would like to develop this new venture into a demonstration space for a more ecologically active approach to art, food, crafts and heritage.





As such, there are multiple work options for fellows to choose from: 





Option #1 Explore the intersection of heritage, conservation and environmental engineering while incorporating elements such as organic farming and rainwater harvesting systems into an old Portuguese villa.





Option #2 Study and build on a solar energy plan for the food space.





Option #3 Build creative solutions to solid waste management - a particularly important issue for Goa.





The larger aim of the project will be to increase community ownership and participation in the process of promoting sustainable tourism practices and policies in Goa – a region which has a rich and diverse history and ecology, and an interest in conserving its arts, crafts, natural and built heritage.





Outputs: Fellows will share their findings and ideas through mediums that can be exhibited during the UnBox Festival (for example a workshop/exhibition showcasing the results of the fellowship). There will be a scheduled session dedicated to the project as part of the Festival, the format of which will be determined by the fellows.

About 350 Members of Parliament from across 22 political parties reach out to PRS for inputs on policy and legislation. PRS also engages with citizens, through various forums and through both traditional and digital media.





Who? 


Animators, Graphic Designers, Coders, Filmmakers, Storytellers; individuals interested in creating compelling narratives around parliamentary information.





What? The aim of the fellowship is to use film and animation to present governance and law based information in a simplified, easy to understand form. The target audience is young, active internet users who may already be interested in governance and law.





This project will provide broad exposure to digital technologies (in the form of videos, mobile phone apps, or other technological avenues) in a platform that allows fellows to enact positive change whilst helping to make governance more accessible to youth.





Outputs: Fellows will share their findings and ideas through mediums that can be exhibited during the UnBox Festival (for example a workshop showcasing the results of the fellowship, a short animated film/prototype of a mobile app, etc.). There will be a scheduled session dedicated to the project as part of the Festival, the format of which will be determined by the fellows.

CRCI’s vision is to preserve and promote India’s cultural heritage with active community participation. CRCI consistently tries to harmonize the imperatives of heritage conservation with the historic and current realities of the site. Towards this end, they work in participation with communities to develop appropriate strategies for conservation in both rural and urban areas.





CRCI follows an interdisciplinary method and works in close association with environmental, financial and urban planners, as well as people with a background from the humanities and social sciences to bridge the gap between heritage conservation and development concerns.





Who? Applicants can come from any field provided they are passionate about the preservation of culture and heritage. Anyone with interest in programming, art, history, ethnography, music, or event management would find this interesting.





Digital developers, App designers, Coders, Visual artists, Painters/Illustrators, Writers, Musicians, Performers.  





What? With this project, CRCI will explore the potential of technology in its work as lead consultant in preparing the Cultural Heritage Management Plan for the Grand Trunk Road (GTR). There are multiple options for fellows to choose from:





Option #1 Develop a mobile app used to map important sites and places of historical significance along the GTR. The fellowship will be focused on building stories around Sirhind, a small town in Punjab that has been identified by CRCI as one of the microcosms that encapsulates the rich lineage of intercultural faith and society in the GTR. 





Option #2 Create signage to identify important sites along the GTR that have been neglected for various reasons. CRCI would be interested in collaborating with illustrators and visual artists who could work in collaboration with researchers to create visual and compelling stories.





Option #3 Assist in investigating alternative avenues to promote local ownership of historical sites (e.g. through festivals or other community engagement exercises), or potentially a festival that is curated around the history of Sirhind and involves the local population in collectively celebrating sites of historic importance.
