We are also happy to hear from those who may not be self employed, but still demonstrate entrepreneurial ability, and from those in the social enterprise/not for profit sectors. 
We are looking for participants who are keen to develop creative and commercially viable opportunities between the UK and Nigeria, and who have an interest in taking their ideas forward in the longer term.
